Dowdy School Invite

Many of the kids in the Kingsbury area that lived around the Darst Field oil fields went to the Dowdy School. The
school was on Dowdy Road about a half mile off of FM 1150. The school is no longer there but a stone
monument with a Texas Historical Commission plaque marks the place where the school once stood. The
plaque reads:

"After the Wolters and Nixon School Districts merged in 1916, school trustees acquired 2 acres here from
William Dowdy and erected the Wolters-Nixon School building. A gymnasium and classrooms were added in the
early 1930s after an oil boom boosted the local economy. In 1932 the school was renamed Dowdy and offered
high school classes for the first time. Despite a steady decline in student enrollment after 1938, the high school
continued and students excelled in various team sports. Dowdy School was annexed to the Seguin School
System in 1951."

The student body included Alvin Hagemann who graduated from Dowdy High School in May of 1949. His
commencement invitation had "Commencement” and "1949" beautifully embossed and "Dowdy High School"
was written in gold print.
